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LAW ENFORCEMENT 
TEAM SOLVES 25-
YEAR-OLD CASE 
 
Angela Timmons was sitting 
inside a Midland County 
courtroom with about 20 
family members Friday, March 
4, when sheriff's deputies led in a wheelchair-bound man who prosecutors say 
killed her mother nearly 25 years ago. 
 
That man, Michael T. McIntyre, was Timmons' boyfriend at one time. More 
than two decades later, he is now charged with murder in the fatal beating of  
Timmons' mother, Diane Ross. 
 
Sheriff Scott Stephenson says the charges against McIntyre were the result of  
"a great collaboration of  agencies that worked in conjunction with each other 
to make our communities safer." He specifically mentioned the efforts of  
sheriff's detectives Brent Benzing and Scott Holzinger, FBI Special Agent 
Mitch King, and Michigan State Police Lt. Andrew Longuski. 
 
Midland County sheriff's detectives in 2012 took up the investigation of  the 
homicide and collaborated with the Michigan State Police, the FBI and 
Michigan Attorney General Bill Schuette's cold case team. Detectives were able 
to obtain physical evidence and located additional witnesses to move the case 
ahead. Midland County Prosecutor J. Dee Brooks issued charges against 
McIntyre, 51. 
 
Brooks, who started in the prosecutor's office earlier in 1991, said that even 
though investigators in 1991 worked hard on the case, "at least at that time, we 
were not able to put a provable case together. It does provide some measure of  
satisfaction after all these years that we are able to bring justice to Diane Ross 
and to her family and to hold who we believe to be the appropriate party 
responsible for their actions," says Brooks.

There are just four counties in Michigan with dedicated mosquito control 
programs: Bay, Midland, Saginaw and Tuscola. All four lie within the Saginaw 
Valley, the largest watershed in the state. The region consists of  low-lying 
terrain and abundant swamps, marshes and woodlands, which results in 
persistent mosquito habitat and populations.   
 
Not only are these districts close in proximity, but they are close 
professionally, sharing the daily news, research results and equipment design 
ideas that help improve their service delivery. Founding and active members 
of  the Michigan Mosquito Control Association, they develop and present an 
annual conference to share and discuss latest developments/challenges of  the profession. Bay, Midland and Tuscola 
Counties, along with a privately-owned mosquito control business serving Gladwin and Arenac Counties, share a 
12-member Technical Advisory Committee that meets annually to review the previous season’s activities and plan 
for the upcoming year. 
 
The county programs also coordinate their insecticide bid process each year, helping to ensure the most competitive 
prices by leveraging combined orders for the four counties. By sharing strategies, data and resources, mosquito 
control programs in the Saginaw Valley pack a punch in their fight against mosquitoes. 
 
 

DRAIN COMMISSIONER OFFERS SPRING 
CLEANUP TIPS 

Midland County Drain Commissioner Douglas Enos 
reminds residents that with the arrival of spring rains and 
spring cleanup, drains and ditches can use some attention, 
too. 

To allow drains to work efficiently, he suggests residents 
refrain from placing leaves, sticks and other debris in the 
nearest ditch. Roadside ditches and county drains are 
designed to provide drainage, rather than a spot for debris 
disposal, and it can be expensive and time-consuming to remove sediment and debris from the ditches.

APRIL IS STD AWARENESS MONTH 

STD Awareness Month is here along with the alarming 
news that sexually-transmitted diseases (STDs) are on the 
rise. Recent CDC data for three nationally-reported 
STDs—chlamydia, gonorrhea, and syphilis—show 
staggering numbers, with cases of all three diseases 
increasing for the first time since 2006. In fact, Mary 
MacInnes, WHNP-B.C., M.S.N., Clinic Services Director 
for the Midland County Health Department, says we have 
seen a significant increase in local cases of chlamydia in the 

last year. 
 
Young people ages 15–24, and gay, bisexual, and other men who have sex with men continue to be at greatest risk 
for infection. Individual risk behaviors aren’t the only cause. Environmental, social, and cultural factors, including 
high numbers of STD cases in these populations and difficulty accessing quality health care, contribute to the higher 
STD burden. 
 
The good news? STDs are preventable and treatable! There are steps each of us can take to minimize the negative, 
long-term consequences of these infections.  

 TALK - Talk openly and honestly to your partner(s) and your healthcare provider about sexual health 
and STDs. 

 TEST - Get tested. It’s the only way to know for sure if you have an STD. 

 TREAT - If you test positive for an STD, work with your doctor or health care provider to get the 
correct treatment.

STAY SAFE THIS SPRING 
 
Emergency Management Coordinator 
Jenifier Boyer reminds us that Severe 
Weather Awareness Week is April 
10-16. 
 
“April usually brings warmer weather 
and a chance for severe storms. The 
City’s emergency warning siren system 
warns residents to take cover in the 
event of  a tornado warning. Sirens are 
tested at 12:45 p.m. on the first 
Saturday of  each month, so if  you hear 
the siren at any other time during 

threatening weather conditions, be sure to take cover, and call 1-888-TELL-MORE for more information.”  
 
As part of  the State of  Michigan’s statewide tornado drill on April 13 at 1:30 p.m., the National Weather Service will 
issue a practice Tornado Warning. The sirens in Midland will not sound as part of  the drill, but schools, businesses 
and residents are encouraged to hold a tornado drill at this time as a way of  participating. 
 
“Every home and business in Midland County should have an emergency plan for fire, severe weather and chemical 
emergencies,” Jenifier says. “Make this drill a part of  your plan.” 
 
Jenifier also suggests residents consider purchasing a NOAA Weather Radio for their homes. These radios receive 
broadcasts directly from the National Weather Service, including warnings, watches, forecasts and other hazard 
information 24 hours a day. Weather radios equipped with a special alarm tone feature can sound an alert and give 
you immediate information about a life-threatening situation in your area. Weather radios can be purchased for $30-
$40 at many retail outlets such as electronics, department, sporting goods, and boat and marine accessory stores.

A message from Midland County 911… 
 
Sixty-seven percent of  the 9-1-1 calls made to Midland County 911 in 2015 
were from wireless telephones. Of  those, 3.4 percent were misdials, 
accidental or hang up calls, many caused by wireless telephones placed in 
pockets or purses without locking the telephone or keypad. 
 
Each of  these calls requires a call back from Midland County 9-1-1 to see if  
the caller needs emergency services. You can help reduce these calls by 
making sure you lock your screen or keypad when the telephone is not in 
use. If  you are aware you have accidently dialed 9-1-1, please stay on the 
line and let the dispatcher know it was an accidental call. 

  
Wireless telephones without active service can still call 9-1-1 as long as they can be powered on. We ask that you not 
give young children old wireless phones to play with if  they have power. These accidental calls pose additional 
problems for 9-1-1 because without service, we are unable to call back to ensure there is no emergency.  
  
Technology is moving in a direction that is allowing 9-1-1 Centers to accept text messages. Midland County 9-1-1 is 
working on making the upgrades necessary to accept this type of  emergency contact, currently, the 9-1-1 centers in 
the tri-city area are not able to accept a text message to 9-1-1. If  you need emergency services you must make a 
voice call to 9-1-1. With many people using text as a primary form of  communication today, it is important to 
ensure that your family members are aware of  this limitation.
